Why do we try to learn a foreign language? Sometimes it is necessary for
(nachieving a (2)goal, like passing a test or getting a job, and sometimes we need it to
communicate. Whatever the case, this is our “motivation,” and our motivation is what
determines what “success” means. Now, what would you do if you could not
communicate when you traveled abroad?  English Vinglish (3)depicts how the
(#)frustration we experience in a foreign country trying to communicate in a foreign
language (5transforms into (6)positive motivation. For the (7)protagonist Shashi, her
frustrating experience in the US gave her positive motivation to learn it, and this led to
her (g)self-confidence and success.

Shashi is a proud, wise and (9)dutiful mother to a (10)well-off household in India,
[ajbut there is one thing she often feels embarrassed about: her English. Her children
use English in school to talk to their friends and teachers and her husband uses it for

important meetings at work and for international (11)clients. Shashi, however, with no

real need to use English, knows very little. When she does use it, her husband, her
young daughter and her even younger son (12)ridicule her for her mistakes. Since her
only (13)contact with English is the (14)occasional (is)insult from her family when she
makes a mistake, it is understandable that she has no desire to speak it.

One day, after she is forced to travel to the US by herself to (1)attend her (17)niece’s

wedding, this changes. At first, since she stays with her Hindi-speaking family there,
she does fine without English. However, the situation takes a (18)turn when she goes to
alocal café alone and is (19)unable to order because she cannot understand the (20)clerk’s

English. Called “an (21yidiot” and “(22)stupid” by the clerk and customers, she (23)flees
from the café. This insult runs deeper than any before because, in the US, there is some
truth to it; she was not even able to order a coffee. Shashi (24)thus finds new motivation:
the need to (25)function in the US.  She (26)enrolls in a 4-week English class.

Here, another change (27)occurs. Among her classmates, basic English is the only
common language. As they grow closer, they just want to communicate with one
another, not (2g)caring who has “better” or “worse” English. [B]Shashi stops worrying
about using correct English, and instead combines English and Hindi to get her points

across. (29)As a result, (30)despite her (31)comparative (32)lack of English skills, she
comes to be (33)respected and (34yadmired by her classmates. Shashi (3s)realizes that
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producing good English in itself is not the real goal; the real goal is to get her ideas across
and, unlike her English grammar, she has great 3gconfidence in these. With new
confidence from this realization, her ability to communicate in English (37)skyrockets.
She makes successful orders at cafés and even makes a speech at her niece’s wedding that
touches the hearts of all the [cjattendees. [pjConfidence made Shashi into a great
speaker of English.

When we begin learning a foreign language in school, we are expected to (3g)strive

for a certain “level,” (39)aiming to (40)eventually become like (41)native speakers. This

situation sets us up to always feel inadequate no matter how much we learn because a
native speaker, by definition, is always “better.” [gjMany people who live abroad
become fluent not because they learn a lot of grammar or (42)vocabulary but because they
are (43)immersed in the culture and come to have many successful interactions with others
in that language. They realize that if they succeed in communicating with others,

whether they are native speakers of the language or not, their words are just as (44)valuable

as those of anyone else. Language is not a tool for (45)self-appraisal but for sharing our
thoughts with others. [FDeveloping the confidence to do that is the key to “success” in
learning a foreign language.

In fact, there is evidence that the relationship
between humans and dogs started over 15,000 years ago. We have evolved together and, as a

A recent study by scientists in Sweden, published in the journal Nature, provides

The researchers investigated stress levels in humans and dogs. They studied a total of 58
dogs, both male and female, 33 Shetland Sheepdogs and 25 Border Collies. They also studied the
dogs® owners. First, they assessed the personalities of both the dogs and owners ( @ )
administering personality tests.
The researchers also measured the amount of the hormone, cortisol, in the hair of the dogs and their

owners over the )course of one year.

Cortisol is secreted in the body when there is physiological stress. Therefore, cortisol levels
can be used as way to measure stress in dogs and humans. If there are high amounts of cortisol

present, a high level of stress is indicated. In this study, cortisol was measured in the hair. Hair is

a good way to measure cortisol because it (@ ) slowly, at a rate of about one centimeter per
month and absorbs cortisol from the blood. So, from hair, scientists can learn the amounts of
cortisol in the blood over a long period of time and, by correlation, the amount of stress that was
experienced.
